Two more trains from Croatia arrive at night, a third train is expected at 6:00 – information update at 5:00
Overnight, two more trains carrying migrants arrived at Dobova international railway traffic border crossing. 
    Due to limited logistic and accommodation capacities the police escorted the 1,000 migrants, who had arrived on the first train at 22:30, to the nearby reception centre, where medical and humanitarian care were provided. 
    After 3:00 the second train with 1,134 migrants arrived. Migrants were registered and provided humanitarian and health care first. Then they boarded a train and continued their journey to Šentilj under police escort. 

    A third train is due to arrive around 6:00. The Croatian authorities announced the train arrivals and reported the migrant figures in advance. 

At 3:00, there were over 1,200 migrants at the accommodation centre in Brežice, around 1,000 at the provisional facility in Dobova (Beti) and just over 2,000 at the new reception centre in Dobova (Livarna). Yesterday, considerable numbers of migrants were moved inland from reception facilities in the south east of Slovenia. The police have been making every effort to transfer migrants from the south eastern part of Slovenia to inland facilities as quickly as possible, logistic and accommodation capacities permitting.
