Three trains from Croatia arrive overnight, a fourth train is expected around 6:00 – information update at 5:40
Overnight, three more trains carrying migrants arrived at Dobova international railway traffic border crossing.  Just over 1,000 migrants, who arrived at about 20:30, were registered at the Dobova reception centre and then bussed to the accommodation centre in Vrhnika under police escort. At about 1am, a train carrying another 1,000 migrants arrived.
After the basic police procedure, migrants received humanitarian and medical care at the train station. Then they boarded a Slovenian train and continued their journey to Šentilj. Just after 4 am, a train with 1,040 migrants arrived from Croatia. Due to limited logistic and accommodation capacities, the police escorted the group to a reception centre nearby, where they were provided medical and humanitarian care.
 A fourth train is due to arrive around 6:00. Migrants will continue their journey to Šentilj, if the logistic and accommodation capacities permit. The Croatian authorities announced the train arrivals and reported the migrant figures in advance. 

The reception centre in Dobova housed over 2,400 migrants at 5:30.
