At noon, there were 2,452 migrants at the Šentilj accommodation centre. 

At 14:40, 10 busses carrying 507 migrants arrived from Dobova.  At 18:00 a train, also from Dobova, pulled in at the new temporary railway station, bringing another 1,081 migrants. All migrants were put up at the Šentilj accommodation centre.

At 14:10, the Austrian law enforcement authorities allowed 1,610 people to enter at the former old border crossing point at Šentilj. Today, they have admitted a total of 3,640 migrants. According to current information, they will take in no more migrants tonight. 

On the way to the Šentilj accommodation centre are the last 155 migrants of the group of 414, who were handed over by the Croatian authorities at the Gruškovje international border crossing point and registered at the Gruškovje reception centre. All the others are already in Šentilj.

When the 155 migrants arrive, there will be 2,844 people at the Šentilj centre. 

The reception centres in Središče ob Dravi and Gruškovje vacant again.
