Around 5,600 foreigners arrive in Posavje area yesterday and overnight – information update at 6:00
Yesterday, 16 November, just over 5,600 foreigners crossed into Slovenia in Dobova and Obrežje border crossings by train or bus under the escort of the Croatian police.
Transports of foreigners from Croatia continued during the night: 1,107 people aboard a train from Croatia arrived just before 4:00. 
According to the Croatian authorities, another train with 1,078 people on board is expected to arrive in Dobova after 8:00. 
At the moment, there are still around 2,150 foreigners at Dobova railway station and at Dobova and Brežice reception centres. All new arrivals were provided emergency health care and humanitarian assistance. After registration procedures, they will board busses and trains to be moved to inland accommodation centres. All transports will have police escort.
