5,134 migrants enter Slovenia at Dobova yesterday – information update at 5:30

Yesterday, 25 November, 5,134 migrants aboard five trains arrived at the Dobova train station, which serves as an international rail border crossing. Train transports were escorted by the Croatian police. Two trains pulled in in the evening: at 19:00 (with 1,087 people on board) and at 22:30  (with 1,055 people on board). 

The foreigners who arrived yesterday were provided medical and humanitarian assistance, underwent police procedures and boarded trains and busses to continue their journey under police escort to Jesenice, Šentilj and Karavanke. At the moment, there are still 220 people at the Dobova reception centre. They will also be bussed to the interior of the country this morning. 
The Croatian police have announced another train carrying 1,058 migrants will pull in at Dobova train station after 7:00.
