Current number of migrants at Centre for Foreigners stands at 99 

The dynamics of accommodation and processing of applications at Postojna’s Centre for Foreigners have been changing fast. Yesterday, 131 and 87 persons were relocated to Logatec and Črni les at Lenart, respectively. The relocated migrants were mainly nationals of Syria, Iraq, Afghanistan, Lebanon and Somalia.   

Logatec received families and other vulnerable categories of persons who hold decisions permitting temporary stay in the territory of the Republic of Slovenia.

Overnight the Centre for Foreigners accommodated another 87 people, mainly children and women. There are currently 99 people staying there.  

The Centre for Foreigners has worked very closely with the local community and local organisations. The local section of the Civil Protection Service helps with logistics issues while regional Red Cross representatives assist in taking care of people.
