198 illegal migrants taken to Gornja Radgona 

At about 1 am Saturday, 198 foreigners who had crossed the border illegally in the Novo mesto area, were taken to the Gornja Radgona fairgrounds.

There the group will be accommodated and the announcement to the Croatian authorities will be made to arrange their return on the basis of the readmission agreement between the two countries. 
The group consists mostly of families from Syria, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Iraq, Bangladesh, Nigeria and Egypt. None of them have applied for international protection in the Republic of Slovenia. 
More foreigners are expected to be taken to Gornja Radgona.
