APPENDIX:

PROCEDURES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPLICABLE EUROPEAN LEGISLATION, BILATERAL AGREEMENTS, ALIENS ACT AND INTERNATIONAL PROTECTION ACT
1) Procedures concerning foreigners who enter Slovenia legally


A foreigner needs to hold a valid travel document to enter the Republic of Slovenia. In addition to a travel document, a foreigner has to be in possession of a visa or residence permit unless otherwise determined by law or by an international agreement. If a foreigner does not need a visa to enter as he is a national of a country without the visa requirement for Slovenia and intends to stay in Slovenia for tourist, business, personal or other purposes, he may enter the Republic of Slovenia with a valid travel document and stay for no longer than 90 days in a 180-day period, from the day of his first entry. A foreigner wishing to enter for another purpose (e.g. study, work, family reunification), must hold a residence permit. 

2) Procedures concerning foreigners who enter Slovenia illegally
A foreigner who enters Slovenia illegally is subjected to one of the following procedures:
· Return to the neighbouring law enforcement authorities 
a) informal announcement
Informal announcement to the neighbouring law enforcement authorities is carried out in accordance with the bilateral readmission agreement and protocol provided there is sufficient evidence. The police must orally announce the return to the police unit of the neighbouring country immediately after arresting a foreigner. The return has to take place in the shortest possible time after the illegal crossing of the border, no later than within 72 hours in case of Croatia and 48 hours in case of Hungary. The place of the crossing may be inspected jointly if necessary. The handover is then performed at the agreed location and at the agreed time. 
b) formal announcement
If informal announcement fails, a decision is issued to place a foreigner at the Centre for Foreigners, where formal announcement is prepared provided there is sufficient evidence of a foreigner's previous stay in the neighbouring country. If formal announcement fails as well, a decision on returning a foreigner to his country of origin is issued. In this case a foreigner waits for his deportation. 
2. a) Procedure under Regulation EU No 603/2013 – the Eurodac regulation, and under Regulation EU 604/2013 – the Dublin Regulation 
When a foreigner is placed at the Centre for Foreigners, he is fingerprinted and his fingerprints are entered in the European central system, Eurodac, where they are compared to establish if a foreigner has applied for international protection in another Member State. If it is established that a foreigner has already applied for international protection in another Member State, the Centre for Foreigners contacts the Accommodation, Care and Integration Division of the Internal Administrative Affairs, Migration and Naturalisation Directorate of the Ministry of the Interior, which carries out a Dublin procedure. The Member State believed to be the one responsible is sent a readmission request and in case of an affirmative reply the Centre for Foreigners carries out the transfer of a foreigner to the Member State responsible. If both the formal announcement to the neighbouring law enforcement authorities and the handover in accordance with the Dublin Regulation fail and there is no possibility for a foreigner to be deported, the Police may issue an act allowing a foreigner to stay in the Republic of Slovenia, while his fingerprints are entered in the Eurodac system.  

2.b) Restriction on movement of foreigners residing in the Republic of Slovenia illegally
A foreigner who is at risk of absconding or fails to depart from the country by the deadline specified and who for any reason can not be removed immediately shall receive a police  order restricting his movement and obliging him to stay in the Centre for Foreigners or allowing him accommodation outside the Centre for a period of six months until he is deported from the country, with the possibility of extending this period for a further six months. Basic treatment and care will be provided at the Centre for Foreigners. The police may replace the measure of obligatory accommodation in the Centre for Foreigners with more lenient measures provided that this also enables deportation of the foreigner from the country.    
2.c) Permission to stay in the territory of the Republic of Slovenia granted to a foreigner 
Permission to stay means that a foreigner whose deportation from the state is not permitted under statutory reasons (Article 73 of the Aliens Act) is permitted to remain temporarily in the Republic of Slovenia. A permission to stay shall be issued to a foreigner by the police for a period of six months and may be renewed for as long as the grounds exist. In the decision permitting a foreigner to stay, the police may determine the foreigner's place of residence at a specific address.    
3) Treatment of foreigners seeking international protection 

A foreigner who enters the territory of the Republic of Slovenia will first be processed by the police who will check his identity and the route he has travelled. As soon as a foreigner expresses his intention to lodge an application for international protection, the police will terminate their procedure and complete a registration form. With the help of an interpreter, the foreigner will give his statement of the reasons for filing an application. He will then be taken to the Asylum Centre where he will be accommodated in the reception facilities. At the Asylum Centre reception facilities the foreigner will be taken care of and will be given a leaflet containing information on the course of international protection procedure in a language he understands. He will also be informed of the rights and obligations assumed by him after the lodging of an application for international protection. After sanitary disinfection and medical examination, the foreigner will be informed, with the aid of an interpreter, by the Legal Information Centre (PIC) – a non-governmental organisation – about the procedure of granting international protection. The person in question will then be fingerprinted and photographed, after which his application for international protection will be accepted. Once this procedure is over, the applicant will be accommodated in the Asylum Centre or, in case of movement restriction, in the Centre for Foreigners.    
3.a) Procedure under Regulation EU 603/2013 – the Eurodac Regulation, and under Regulation EU 604/2013 – the Dublin Regulation 
An applicant's application for international protection may be examined under the regular procedure or under the accelerated procedure or under the so-called Dublin procedure. Upon receiving an application for international protection the competent authority may seek to establish, based on fingerprints submitted to Eurodac and the documentation, whether the applicant for international protection has already applied for international protection in another EU member state and whether he has travelled through that country before entering Slovenia. If the competent authority believes that another member state is responsible for examining the application, it shall submit to this state a  request to take charge (under the Dublin Regulation). If the requested state responds affirmatively, the competent authority will conduct a personal interview with the applicant for international protection with a view to informing him that another member state has assumed responsibility for his application and with a view to reviewing any potential threats for the applicant in the responsible state. The competent authority will then issue a decision on the assumption of competence by the responsible state and rejection of the application for international protection. As soon as the decision becomes final, the Accommodation, Care and Integration Division proceeds to carry out a Dublin transfer.      
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
