Illegal border crossing in the area of Novo Mesto Police Directorate by 16.30 
Today the police have continued to register migrants who crossed into Slovenia illegally outside border crossing points and those who want to enter at border crossings but do not qualify for entry.
Bus transports have been organised to take foreigners to reception and accommodation centres located in Brežice, Maribor, Celje and Dolga Vas. Foreigners waiting at the Rigonce border crossing point are to be transported on buses to a reception centre where they will undergo a registration procedure. There are currently two buses available and two more are due to arrive at the border crossing point shortly.
At 16.00 the number of migrants at the Brežice reception centre stood at 153. There are about 250 and 300 people who want to cross into the country at the Obrežje and Rigonce border crossing points, respectively.

The Slovenian police have registered 800 migrants at the reception centres today by 16.30. Police officers have been conducting registration and accommodation procedures to the best of their ability, applying all available resources.
