Slovenia's and Austria's police officers demonstrate good neighbourly cooperation – Austria takes over around 120 foreigners 

In the afternoon of Saturday 19 September 2015 a group of migrants, who had been handled and registered by Slovenian police officers earlier that day, gathered at the former international border check point at Šentilj. In a European spirit, the Slovenian and Austrian officers demonstrated the good cooperation between the neighbouring police authorities and agreed that the Republic of Austria would accept the group seeking to enter Austria on condition they cross over as an organised group. The foreigners were divided into two groups of 40 and 50, and were handed over to the Austrian authorities at the former international border crossing point at Šentilj.   
A further 30 migrants entered Austria in a disorderly manner at unknown locations along the border and joined the two groups in Austria. The competent Austrian authorities will transfer the 120 foreigners to a reception centre in Graz.
