	

	Police arrest a Serbian citizen with a Schengen Information System alert to his name among migrants
Even though the flow of migrants across the border with Croatia has not yet abated, they are consistently registered by the police before being placed at accommodation centres across Slovenia. The police continue to perform their duties derived from the national and Schengen legislation with due diligence and motivation.

Thus, when registering 51 foreigners, who had been brought to the Gruškovje reception centre from the Novo mesto area at about 8:30 this morning, the police discovered a 43-year old Serbian national mixed in with the migrants. A record check revealed that he had been issued an entry ban by Germany, which was entered as an alert in the Schengen Information System.

He will be returned to the Croatian authorities.
