Currently there are about 1650 persons at reception and accommodation centres all over Slovenia
In order for registration procedures to be as quick as possible and migrants to be accommodated and receive due care as soon as possible, several bus transports were organised during the day to take migrants to various locations in Slovenia. In this way some of the pressure has been taken off the Brežice Police Station, which should normally be the one to process the migrants given the place of entry into the country. 
At the moment, the following numbers of persons are accommodated at particular locations:
